Digital Libraries: What Should We Expect from Search Engines?
Search engines have changed the way librarians and information professionals do
their jobs. Search engines, rather than traditional online services, are often the starting
point of choice for librarians. In this presentation, we will offer an overview of some
of the new search technology developments that will contribute to improving infor-
mation access and navigation in digital libraries.
The Web and digital libraries are becoming more and more similar both as far as con-
tent and access are concerned. Perhaps the best examples for this trend are various
developments in the search engine area, where the same basic technologies are used
to index, search and present information. Furthermore, end-users are increasingly
expecting the same general type of interfaces and ease of use of information systems
in digital libraries as on the Web. A typical examples of an online search service com-
bining journal and Web content in the same setup is Scirus (http://www.scirus.com).
We will discuss how search systems for digital libraries can be developed further, for
instance, by adding more and more structured and semi-structured data, and by
exploiting the meta-information data available in libraries. Particular emphasis will be
placed on new ground-breaking features recently available in FAST's search products,
such as automatic concept extraction and live analytics. We will illustrate some of
these innovations with examples from prototype implementations.

Dr. John M. Lervik is the chief executive officer and co-founder of Fast Search &
Transfer ASA (FAST), a company that unlocks the ever-expanding volume of infor-
mation on the Internet and within enterprise environments through a powerful plat-
form of scalable search and real-time alert solutions. FAST search technology
powers search solutions at some of the world's best-known companies, including
Dell, Freeserve, IBM, Reed Elsevier, Reuters, T-Online (Deutsche Telekom), Thomas
Publishing, and Virgilio (Telecom Italia). 
Prior to becoming the CEO, Dr. Lervik served as the Chief Technology Officer of
FAST from inception of the Company in 1997.

Clifford Lynch, Executive Director, Coalition for Networked

Stewardship in the digital age

Clifford Lynch has been the Director of the Coalition for Networked Information
(CNI) since July 1997. CNI, jointly sponsored by the Association of Research
Libraries and Educause, includes about 200 member organizations concerned with
the use of information technology and networked information to enhance scholar-
ship and intellectual productivity. 
Prior to joining CNI, Lynch spent 18 years at the University of California Office of
the President, the last 10 as Director of Library Automation. Lynch, who holds a
Ph.D. in Computer Science from the University of California, Berkeley, is an
adjunct professor at Berkeley’s School of Information Management and Systems. 
He is a past president of the American Society for Information Science and a fellow
of the American Association for the Advancement of Science and the National Infor-
mation Standards Organization. 
Lynch currently serves on the Internet 2 Applications Council and the National Dig-
ital Preservation Strategy Advisory Board of the Library of Congress; he was a
member of the National Research Council committees that published “The Digital
Dilemma: Intellectual Property in the Information Infrastructure and Broadband:
Bringing Home the Bits”, and now serves on the NRC’s committee on digital archiv-
ing and the National Archives and Records Administration.

Karen Sparck Jones, Professor, Computer Laboratory, 
University of Cambridge, UK

Information retrieval research and digital libraries
Automatic document indexing and searching were early areas of research in comput-
ing applications. However it was long before techniques developed in research were
applied to operational services, and even this was in the novel context of the Web
rather than in conventional bibliographic services. What are the lessons of, and oppor-
tunities for, the information retrieval methods now well established by large scale
research experiments, in the new world of digital libraries?

Karen Sparck Jones is Professor of Computers and Information at the Computer
Laboratory, University of Cambridge. She has worked in automatic language and
information processing research since the late fifties, and has many publications
including several books. She is a Fellow of the British Academy, a Fellow of the
American Association for Artificial Intelligence, and a European Artificial Intelli-
gence (ECCAI) Fellow. 
She was President of the Association for Computational Linguistics in 1994, and
has received three awards for information retrieval research, most recently the
American Society for Information Science and Technology's 2002 Award of Merit.
She is a member of the NIST/DARPA Text Retrieval Conference (TREC) Programme
Committee ad is also involved with the DARPA TIDES Programme. Her most recent
research has been on spoken document retrieval and on summarising.
Her publications in information retrieval include an edited collection, 'Information
retrieval experiment', 1981, and, jointly edited with Peter Willett, `Readings in
information retrieval', 1997.

Abstract:
The panel debate will focus on a comparison between the classical Subscription
Model (where the reader - i.e. his library - pays afterwards for publication of an arti-
cle) and the upcoming Open Access Model (where the author - i.e. his institute or
project - pays upfront for publication) under ceteris paribus conditions. I.e. in both
cases only fully edited and refereed articles that are published in a journal that is eligi-
ble to ISI's 'impact factory' will be considered. What then, if any, are the differences
between the two models for the author, the reader, the publisher and the institute/
library?
Three panel members will have five minutes each to present some aspects or view-
points that they deem crucial in the respective models and then the debate with the
audience fires away. In the end we will try to reach some conclusions.

Abstract:
The most important element in this panel's title are the question marks: the overall aim
is to question the scope and nature of what is designated using the term 'Digital
Library'. One could indeed state that the 'Digital Library' metaphor, although it may
have been useful in a transitional period, gets increasingly inappropriate and an obsta-
cle for shaping and understanding new architectures of collective information organi-
sations. The opposite position would be to consider 'Digital Libraries' tangible, real
entities of our present world (or at least of future worlds to come). 
The basic question thus is, how 'digital' libraries will ever be. 
The positions relating to this first dichotomy are likely to generate very different
answers to a second one, this time regarding the relation between Digital Libraries
Research & Development on the one hand and operational libraries. It can in fact be
maintained that digital library R&D has been so self absorbed and academic that it has
had virtually no impact on operational libraries or, on the contrary, that operational
libraries, and the industry supporting them, have not had the imagination to exploit the
results of digital library R&D, or that it is just the use of a misleading metaphor that
suggests a relation between two sectors that have very little in common – much less
anyway than is suggested by the 'Digital Library' metaphor.

Abstract:
It is widely argued that metadata lie at the heart of activities to preserve digital objects.
They provide information about the behaviour, content, context (e.g. provenance), and
structure of digital objects. They are essential to any digital library that wishes to
ensure that its holdings can be found, retrieved, understood, managed, secured, ren-
dered, and made interoperable. Overtime they play an increasingly central role in ena-
bling users to verify the authenticity, integrity, and reliability of the digital objects
themselves. Without metadata digital repositories can not be delivered that enable per-
vasive, interoperable, and viable digital libraries. There are though too many metadata
models, too little evidence that creating metadata actually improves the longevity and
usefulness of digital objects, and little comparative evidence relating benefits to costs.
The Panel of preservation and metadata specialists, each of whom has already made a
contribution to our thinking about these issues, will discuss the future trends in meta-
data creation (e.g. automating processes) and management, the role metadata actually
play in the ‘preservation viability’ of digital objects, what predictive models might
help us to determine the suitability of classes of metadata for enabling preservation,
and whether the costs involved in creating metadata will be offset by benefits in terms
of increased preservability of the digital objects acquired by digital libraries.
